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FUTURE PLANNING

The modular classrooms have
served us well this vyear,
providing much-needed space
while also reminding us that
growth brings opportunity and
responsibility. Throughout the
year, planning has continued
for our upcoming expansion,
which includes a permanent
addition designed to support
both current needs and future
growth. This expansion will add
ten permanent classrooms,
allowing us to continue offering
small class sizes  while
welcoming additional students.
It will also include a full-sized
gym, which will serve daily
physical education classes,
chapel services, school-wide
gatherings, athletic events, and
community activities. Every part
of this expansion has been
thoughtfully planned  with
students in mind, not just for
today, but for years to come.
While the footprint of the
school will change, our mission
remains the same: Rooted in
Christ, Growing in Knowledge,
Shaping Tomorrow.

STAYING ACCOUNTABLE & GROWING STRONGER

In addition to growth and planning, Mount Olive will undergo its
regularly scheduled accreditation review this spring, part of our
five-year accreditation cycle. Our staff and school board have been
working steadily to prepare for this process, reviewing curriculum,
instructional practices, policies, and school operations. While
accreditation requires detailed documentation and reflection, it
also provides a valuable opportunity to step back, evaluate our
work, and celebrate the strengths of our school community. This
process helps us remain accountable, intentional, and focused on
continuous growth, all while staying grounded in our Christ-
centered mission.
